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There are many consequences of the 9/11 attacks some of these occurred immediately after the attack, whilst others are only just occurring now. Most people think immediately of the invasion of Afghanistan. One effect of 9/11 that directly impacts us everyday is the laws passed following the attacks. The US passed a law for national security, which made it possible for phones to be tapped and even more worryingly people to be arrested without being charged. The opening of Guantanamo Bay continued to raise concerns about the use of torture and the removal of human rights in the name of defense. Many people argue these laws go too far and do very little to actually protect us.

The attacks on the WTC were necessary to make clear the Muslim worlds objections to the corrupt state of America. For years the US has supported brutal and corrupt dictatorships n the Middle East seeking to further their selfish needs. The US has occupied Holy Land on the Arabian Peninsula, continued to give one-sided support to Israel, and imposed criminal sanctions on Iraq leaving thousands of innocent people dead.








Iran - In 1953, the CIA helped to remove the once-democratically elected leader of Iran, �HYPERLINK "http://www.time.com/time/subscriber/personoftheyear/archive/stories/1951.html"��a man who had been featured as Time Magazine's "Man of the Year" just a year before�, and replaced him with the corrupt and brutal Shah, a dictator who ushered in a period of torture, terror and mass inflation. Twenty-six years later Iran fell under the grip of fundamentalists. Despite the fundamentalists being a minority they were able to take power because Iranians would not support the US. What united them was resentment toward the U.S. meddling in their country.

“9/11 is a long term consequence of America’s Foreign Policy in the Middle East during the Cold War period.” Do you agree with this statement? Use the sources and your own knowledge to support your answer.





During the Cold War, The USA often supported minority groups fighting against Communist Russia. The USA feared the spread of Communism from Russia, as it argued against everything the US believed in.  Afghanistan borders Russia and was seen as a potential threat if Russia took control of it. By the 1970s the USA saw that Russia was weakening and wanted to force Russia to over-stretch her resources. The USA decided to provoke the Russians into invading Afghanistan by sending secret aid to troublemakers in the region. The plan worked and Russia invaded in 1979. The USA allied themselves with the Mujahedeen (Minority Islamic group in Afghanistan) and championed them as ‘Freedom Fighters’ against Russian oppression. The Mujahedeen went on to found the Taliban and Al Qaeda, two brutal regimes. As late as March 2001 the USA was still sending tens of millions of US Dollars to support the Taliban in its war against Opium.
